Gifts from congregations, other organizations and individuals will be
matched up to a total matching donation of USD$100,000 by the
Milwaukee Latvian Ev. Lutheran Holy Trinity Church beginning February
14th through Easter Sunday, April 21rst, 2019.

Archbishop Zusevics explained, “This will help to ensure that more people
may experience God’s grace and Christ's love through our ministry. We hope to reach out, gather
together, help people grow in faith and become more involved in the active ministry of their
congregations. Much remains to be done as we share the gospel and seek to involve others in God's
work."

LELCA continued the work of the Evangelical Lutheran Church of Latvia during World War II in
displaced persons camps throughout Europe. As a founding member of the Lutheran World
Federation, LELCA helped refugees find new homes in foreign countries, spreading its mission over
four continents. Today, LELCA continues to serve Latvians in Lutheran churches throughout the
world- including Latvia.

In three short years, the LELCA Mission Fund has already supported eight congregations in their
ministries impacting hundreds of people.
